Major Rules Changes

1.

The center restraining circle
specifications were changed to permit
a minimum of a Y-inch-wide single
line but a line no wider than 2 inches
to designate the outer edge of the
circle. Contrasting colored-floor areas
are still permissible.

. Arm compression sleeves must be

white, black, beige or a single solid
school color. They also should be the
same color for each team member and
have only a single manufacturer’s logo
that does not exceed 2% square inch-
es. Arm compression sleeves must still
be worn for medical purposes.

. Team control now exists during a

throw-in when the thrower-in has the
ball at his/her disposal. The change
primarily affects how foul penalties
will be administered.

. Administrative responsibilities of game 8.

officials through the completion of
required reports were clarified.

. It is recommended that the visiting

. State associations may grant exceptions

to NFHS playing rules for participants
with disabilities, special needs and/or
extenuating circumstances.

was clarified and reorganized.
